Writingrises or falls slightly below or above the line (if using
lined paper) at the point of deception.

Spacebetween words becomes larger or smaller at
the point of a lie
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@ Physical Writing Characteristic

Spacingvithin words changes, i.€f oun dinstead of

This indicates a hot area or an attempt to stall.

Lefthand margin changeswvhere the first letter of the
new line is slightly outside or inside the normal
margin line.

This indicates something may be stressinggheson
In that area.



@ Physical Writing Characteristics

Sizeof words

w Words written larger than normal means these
words are important to thgersonas there is greater
stress at this point.

w Words written smaller than normalmeans the
personis trying to hide, disguise and withhold
something.



@ Physical Writing Characteristics

Capitalsand lower case

w Writing changes from capitals (printing) to lower cas
(cursive)i personis speeding up Iin that area

w Writing changes from lower case to capitalgerson
IS slowing down In that area

w Sudden insertion of a capital within a written word
e.g.stRess personis stressed with, or at, that
particular word.
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@ Physical Writing Characteristic

Writing becomesdarker or lighterin certain
areasl shows areas of stress.

Tip:Hold the paper up to the light



@ Physical Writing Characteristics

ThePause or Stall the most accurate indicator of
deception.

The following indicators of a pause show where the
persontries to buy time to work out what to write:

w Large gaps between words.

(As the hand moves across the paper gagson
pauses to think, thus making the space larger).



@ Physical Writing Characteristics

The Pause or Stall cont.

wWriting extremely slowly

wWhiteouts, erasures, crossuts

w Tracing over words or retouching of words
wScratching out complete words

(Be aware thgerson maysimply have made a
mistake).

w Shuffling of papers, realigning paper
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@ Physical Writing Characteristic:

The Pause or Stall cont

w Tearing up the papar could be a stall, the fact the
personwrote something stressful or simply that they
made a mistake.

w Asking for a new pen or pencil, even though there is
nothing wrong with the one they have.



@ Physical Writing Characteristic:

The Pause or Stall cont.

A Watch if apersonwho is writing their statement
suddenlytakes thepaper andmovesit around on the
desk. The paper could be moved towards them or tc
different angles for just a brief time. Write in your
notes or remember what area this occurred .

Thiscould be a disguised stall to check things out
mentally for clarity.



@ Physical Writing Characteristic

Loops become smaller and tighter or larger and more
open in a problem area.

w Individual looped letters sometimes look taller and
bigger than normal at the point of a lie.

Writing changes from cursive to printirgpnstantly.
Persons slowinghim/herselfdown in relevant areas.

Watch for the hand writterapplication or statement
that looks as If it has bedgped in a small sized font

The letters will be small, and/or difficult to read
because of the size.
